Once a member of 
your club has attended Equity in your Coaching this certificate will remain valid.  
To clarify, clubs need to ensure they have the following: 
The club welfare officer and the lead coach must attend Safeguarding and Protecting children 
and this needs to be updated every 3 years 
1 coach to have attended Equity in your coaching  which does not need to be renewed. 
A Club for All, attendance on this course is no longer required and has been replaced by the 
equity action plan.
